TIPS FOR GETTING APSD PLEDGES 
 
 

1. Identify and write down your friends, family and colleagues who you’re 
planning to approach for a pledge, and how much you will ask each of them 
to pledge. You won’t get more then you suggest - so aim high!  Develop your 
strategy for them – some people you will want to give a packet with the 
letter and brochures, then call/email to follow up. You can also include an 
envelope addressed to yourself for them to mail in. Some people you might 
want to call/email first. You can also direct people to the APSCUHURU.org 
website to make their payment online, where they can specify who they are 
pledging. 

 
2. Get your pledges in hand whenever possible, as pledges rarely come in after 

the event.  
 
3. Get a clipboard or folder to keep your pledge sheets and other pertinent 

information for the pledge drive of the African People’s Solidarity Day 
campaign - including the brochures, postcards, fact sheets, relevant articles, 
receipt book, and flyers for upcoming APSD events in your area. 

  
4. When doing outreach tables or events to collect pledges, keep the checks 

and cash in an envelope in your personal bag or pocket, not on the clipboard. 
Checks to “Uhuru” are preferred to cash (but not required) for security 
reasons.  Give each person a receipt for their pledge from a standard receipt 
book. 

 
5. Keep in touch often (by phone or email) with the pledge coordinator in your 
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6. Go to the APSD trainings to learn how to get pledges and do outreach, and 
spend time working with those more experienced. Doing outreach and getting 
pledges is about winning people politically to understand the world situation and 
the solution that the unity and liberation of African people offers all of us. Being 
effective on outreach and getting pledges is a science, and working with a 
partner can help you give each other feedback to refine your “rap”.      About 
your rap: 

o Keep it short, simple, and to the point – who you are, why you’re 
talking to them, the problem, the solution, and how they can be a part 
of the solution.  

o Then hear their concerns, and briefly address the concern, go back to 
the solution and ask for the money again.  (See the sample rap for 
more info.)
